Basketball: 

The Men’s and Women’s Division I Basketball State Tournament will be hosted by College of Central 

Florida March 4‐7.  The Division I NJCAA National Basketball Tournaments will be held March 16‐21, the 

women in Salina, Kansas, and the men in Hutchinson, Kansas.  The Men’s Division II Regional is March 6‐

7 in Louisburg, North Carolina, followed by the Division II National Tournament March 16‐21 in Danville,
