He reported there are new requirements that must be implemented by the colleges 
regarding the Clery Act no later than October 1, 2014. 
 
The Division has received reporter requests for information regarding the $10,000 
baccalaureate degree initiative.  
 
Developmental education implementation plans are due on January 15, 2014.  
 
Chancellor Hanna reported the economic security report will be sent out. This report 
will need to be available to everyone, including students, by the Fall of 2014.

Dr. Ann McGee reported there will be targeted pieces on the Florida College System, 
as needed, during the legislative session.
